The Business  

Conservation Initiative 

The Reduce the Juice Business Conservation Initiative was 

a youth led pilot project aimed at reducing the energy 

consumption of Orangevilleõs commercial sector.  Univer-

sity students distributed information throughout the 

Orangeville business community and performed lighting 

efficiency audits to educate business owners about en-

ergy conservation. By offering subsidies on materials and 

installation costs, the RTJ team was able to lower the 

capital costs of energy efficiency retrofits by up to 70%!   

Saving energy, money , our

helpers visited over 90% of the small 
businesses in Orangeville to leave  
information about the BCI Program.  
 

ÿ 17 businesses requested a full  

audit 

ÿ 7 businesses did a full Retrofit 

ÿ The BCI retrofits should realize sav-

ings of 90, 000 kWh per year 

ÿ This is a saving of approximately 

90 tonnes of CO2 per year!
